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The phrase "'resembling a mischievous yet adorable creature™ in Sentence 2 directly
refers to Labubu's physical appearance by comparing it to a creature that is both mischievous
and adorable. This gives a clear image of what Labubu looks like, helping the reader
visualize its features.
The other options do not focus on Labubu's appearance:
1. "the endearing character born from the imaginative world of Kasing
Lung™ talks about Labubu's origin, not its appearance.
2. "'with a palette of vibrant colors and intricate details" describes Labubu's design
elements but not its physical appearance specifically.
3. "despite its small stature™ refers to Labubu's size but does not provide a detailed
description of its overall look.
4. "through its various incarnations in art toys' mentions the different forms
Labubu takes but does not describe its appearance.
Therefore, Choice 2 is the most accurate phrase describing Labubu's appearance.

Both the Gold Pass and Diamond Pass tickets offer discount tickets for friends.

Choice 3 ‘The most expensive ticket is more popular than the Gold Pass ticket.” cannot be
considered as the most appropriate answer because it cannot be inferred from the context.

There are 4 types of tickets:

1. Daily (or Gold) ticket

2. Platinum Pass ticket (an upgrade from type 1 ticket, or Daily/Gold ticket)

3. Six Flags Plus ticket

4, Diamond Pass ticket (an upgrade from type 2 ticket, or Platinum ticket)

When carefully consider the information, you can see that the comparison in this choice is between
the Dairy (or Gold, type 1) ticket and Diamond (type 4) ticket, not between the Platinum (type 2)
ticket and Diamond (type 4) ticket. There is no information provided in the Web Page regarding
the number of sales of the Daily (also called Gold) ticket. Although it’s true that the Platinum (type
2) ticket is the most popular one, this type of ticket was not compared with the Diamond Pass ticket
(type 4) as presented in the choice 3 answer. When there is no information provided in the context,
it cannot be concluded that the information according to the website is TRUE or FALSE, so this
choice is not the most appropriate answer.

Choice 2 ‘The Platinum Pass ticket offers VIP entrance and one fast-track pass.” is the most
appropriate answer because the Platinum Pass (type 2) ticket does not offer VIP entrance.
Instead, the Six Flags Plus (type 3) ticket does. Therefore, the information according to the web
page is NOT TRUE.

However, choice 5 ‘Both the Gold Pass and Diamond Pass tickets offer discount tickets for
friends.’ can be another possible answer. That means there are two choices (No. 2 and No.5) that
can be awarded one point for this item.
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
